Dear Governor Quinn,

This letter is in regards to the Senate Bill 0790. As you may know, SB 0790 allows the State
government to take money from various Illinois special funds in order to help make up the State’s
budget deficit. SB 0790 specifies that $2 million dollars will be taken away from The Illinois
Drycleaner Environmental Response Trust Fund (a.k.a. Trust Fund) which was established by the
Illinois legislature in 1997, in response to requests by dry cleaning owners to have financial
resources available to pay for the cleanup of environmental contamination caused by spills and/or
leaks from the dry cleaning machines and solvent storage units. Each drycleaners contributed their
hard earned money to make the Trust Fund viable. Prior to the passing of the SB 0790, Trust Fund
was facing a $4 million dollar deficit due to escalading cleanup costs and more number of
drycleaners needing cleanup than originally anticipated. While facing a significant contribution
increase in order to cover the Trust Fund’s deficit even in the mist of current tough economic times,
SB 0790 would take away more money from the Trust Fund. SB 0790 is unfair to the drycleaners
and is basically allowing the State legislature to take money out from drycleaners’ pockets.

I strongly urge you to take a closer look at SB 0790 and correct the injustice that has been done. If
possible, please return the $2 million dollars taken away from our Trust Fund. Iknow this may be a
difficult task in hand especially with the large deficit our state faces, but then at least exclude the
Trust Fund from the list of specialty funds that is stated in the bill so that there will not be future
occurrence of money taken out of our Trust Fund. If the Trust Fund is not excluded from SB 0790, it
will not only cause financial hardship on all the drycleaners, it will also impact consumers as well.
Drycleaners will have no choice but to raise their cleaning prices in order to cover their increase in
contribution to the Trust Fund. With insufficient fund, it would be very difficult to clean up the
contamination to make Illinois more Green.

It is a great honor to have you attend our 5 year Anniversary Dinner Show. Thank you for taking
time off of your busy schedule to show support for NDI.

We would like to take this opportunity to ask for your help. The Korean Community needs your
help. Specifically, the dry cleaners need your help.

As you may know, there is legislation that proposes to raid the Illinois Drycleaner Environmental
Response Trust Fund. This Trust Fund is funded by drycleaners hard earned monies, and the State
was to use this money in trust to protect and cleanup contamination caused by inadvertent spills
and/or leaks from drycleaning machines and solvent storage units. In 1997, the Trust fund was
created at the request and leadership of the Korean drycleaning community. Our leadership created
this Trust Fund in order to protect our businesses from the costs of cleanup as well as protect the
environment..

Now, Senate Bill 0790 proposes to betray this trust. This legislation proposes to take money from
the Trust in order to help make up the State’s budget deficit. SB 0790 specifies that $2 million
dollars will be taken away from The Illinois Drycleaner Environmental Response Trust Fund(a.k.a.
Trust Fund).

The Trust Fund is already facing a $4 million dollar deficit due to the escalating cleanup costs and
the number of drycleaners needing cleanup. As a result, dry cleaners have already faced an increase
in fees to cover the Trust Fund’s deficit. In the midst of these tough economic times where our
businesses have seen a dramatic drop in income and revenues, SB 0790 is proposing to add salt to
the wound by raiding the Trust Fund.

SB 0790 is unfair to the drycleaners and will pillage hard working small business owners and drive
them out of business. For those drycleaners who are left, they will have no choice but to raise their
cleaning prices and pass that on to the consumer.

We have included a copy of a letter that numerous cleaners have signed who are against the SB
0790. We would like to request your support in this matter and allow NDI an opportunity to partner
with your administration to stop the disastrous impact SB 0790 would have to drycleaners,
consumers, the environment, and Illinois.
