Illinois Trust Fund Council
Approves NDI's Compliance
Program

On September 2, 2004, NDI made its formal proposal
to the Drycleaner Environmental Response Trust
Fund Council. Present were all but one of the Council
members. In a 6-0 decision, NDI's Compliance Program
was approved.

NDI's  Compliance
Program included all
the requirements which
all other Compliance

Programs currently
conform.

At the February
3, 2004 Council
meeting, based on

the Administrator’s
audit of the previous
five (5) Council
approved compliance
programs, the Council
had directed the
Administrator to look
at and propose modifications that could strengthen the
compliance programs and make their application more
uniform for all drycleaners.

These changes include having each compliance
program to inspect each facility participating in their
program, a minimum of once every two (2) years (bi-
annually).

Effective April 1, 2004 all continuing education courses
must be submitted to the Council and approved by the
Council and/or Administrator prior to them being eligible
for continuing education credits.

It is the responsibility of the drycleaner owner/operator
participating in the compliance program to track and
verify that annually they have met the continuing
education requirement. The compliance program must
maintain, by facility, a record of continuing education.
Correspondence or online courses will be considered for
continuing education, subject to a review of the course
content.

Make sure you complete your CEU's as soon
as possible and contact your Compliance Program to
report the completion of your courses.

Make Sure to Pay Your
License Fee

At the September 2, 2004 Council meeting, two cleaners
presented their appeals with regards to late payment penalties
relating to the license fees.

In the first case, the drycleaner owner installed a perc
machine in October 2003 and operated for the duration of
2003 without paying the license fee for 2003. The owner did
pay his 2004 license fee on time. His appeal was based on
the claim that he did not know he needed to pay the license
fee and no one was able to tell him that this was required.
The penalty for late payment of license fees is $5.00 per
day. His late penalty was in the range of $1,600 but after his
appeal was reduced to approximately half.

The second case was of a similar nature where the owner
had no previous experience in the drycleaning business and
had no friends or relatives in the business who could provide
them with information. They were told by a supply salesman
that they had to get a license to operate. They paid their
license fee in March of 2004 and were assessed penalties
accordingly amounting to over $1,200. The Council reduced
the penalty by half.

The Council’s main message is that it is the responsibility
of the drycleaner owner to know what the regulations,
permits and licenses are required in order to operate a
drycleaner plant. It is not up to the government to seek out
new owners or changes in a plants operation and notify them.
This is all the responsibility of the drycleaner owner.

EPA Regulations

1) IEPA Air Dept. after completing and has signed the compliance report sheet, it is very important for
drycleaner owners to return it to the IEPA.
® When existing drycleaner owners has not yet completed the complience report sheet nor has not yet
returned to IEPA.
® When opening a new drycleaner for the first time.
® When the ownership has changed.
® When changing the current usage of solvent (under 140 gallons, over 140 gallons, or over 360
gallons)
® When changing the current machine to a new machine (if you do not have a form, then please contact
NDI)
2) Preparing the Log
® After purchasing solvents, please keep all copies of your receipts. Create a log once a month and
keep it for 5 years.
® Inspect your machine's temperature: If your usage us under 140 gallons, check once every 2 weeks.
For over 140 gallons, please check weekly. Create a log and keep it for 5 years.
® Inspecting drycleaning machine for leakage: For under 140 gallons, check onece in 2 weeks. For
over 140 gallons, please check it weekly. Create a log and keep it for 5 years.

3) All drycleaners must have the drycleaning machine manual book and MSDS sheets for all chemicals
used. This is for any reference that the drycleaner owners may require.
4) When disposing used perc waste or when disposing used filters, you must store it in a safe labled

container. The waste must be picked up by a professional waste management company. Please keep all
receipts and documentation.

5) For the drycleaners who use hydrocarbon or petroleum machines, or uses over 360gallons of perc, you
must obtain a permit from the IPEA or Air Dept. every year. If you need a form, please contact NDI.

Trust Fund Regulations

1) All the funds will be forwarded to IEPA.

2) All the drycleaners, except drop-offs or laundromats, must pay the fee to renew their license, and must
be done by Dec, 31 of every year.

3) If any drycleaners want to get benefits from the Fund, they must have a license, applied for Fund
insurance by Dec, 31, 2003. and/or must have approved insurance completed.

4) If you want to be covered by the Fund insurance, you must be a licensed drycleaner, must have paid for

the Fund insurance every year, and must be signed up with an approved Compliance program.

5) When purchasing the perc, all drycleaners must pay $10.00 per gallon Fund Tax and for any other
solvent, you must pay $2.00 per gallon for Fund Tax.

6) In state of Illinois, when you purchase supplies through a local licensed company, you must pay the Fund
Tax to the supply company for order them to submit the Fund Tax. Or, if you have purchased supplies
from a company in a different state company, then it is your responsibility to pay the taxes for the Fund.

7) Regulations of Compliance Program (on Feb, 3, 2004, certain requirements of the Compliance Program
were announced to be changed effective April, 1, 2004)

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You must be enrolled in Compliance Program once, every Two years.

You must get inspected by a third-party inspector once every Two years. The third-party inspector
must be approved by the Trust Fund.

From Jan, Ist through Dec, 31st, you must complete 4 hours of Continuing Education Units approved
by the Trust Fund. A Third-Party inspection qualifies for 2 hours and attending a Council meeting
qualifies for 1 hour.

8) All machines should have underlay, specially on the Dryclean machine. Also, they should have underlay
for the laundry machine as well. And all the underlaies should be bigger then machine. At least 110%.

9) All wastes that comes out of a drycleaning machine, can not disposed of into the sewer. All waste must
be disposed of properly by an authorized waste disposal company.

10)  When purchasing perc, you must have a special valve to connect from container that carries perc to the
drycleaning machine.

11)  Site inspections & budget approval :

Before June, 30, 2005, must complete budget approval of site inspection
Before June, 30, 2006, must complete site inspection
Before June, 30, 2006, must complete budget approval of site clean-up

RE: Changes to Compliance Program Requirements

Dear Insured:

Every drycleaning faciity that is participating in the lllinois Drycleaner Environmental Response Trust
Fund's (Fund) insurance program must also be participating in a Council- approved compliance
program. Currently, there are five (5) Council-approved programs:

1. AASBA Compliance Program

2. Enviro-clean Compliance Program

3. ESM Drycleaner Compliance & Assistance Prgm

4. lllinois Drycleaner Star Recognition Prgm

5. The Drycieaner Compliance Program

in 2003, the Council instructed the Administrator to do an audit of each of the compliance
programs. This audit was 1o identify weaknesses and evaluate ways to strengthen and improve
the compliance programs. The Administrator identified a number of weaknesses and with input
from four (4) of the five (5) compliance programs, submitted revised compliance program
requirements to the Council for their review and discussion at their February 3, 2004 Council
meeting. At that Council meeting, the Council adopted the foliowing changes to the compliance
programs:

Site Inspection

¢ For each site inspection, the compliance program site inspector must complete a detailed
checklist provided by the Council. If any deficiencies are noted during the inspection, the form
must clearly state the date by which the deficiencies must be corrected and the documentation
the drycleaner owner/operator must submit to the site inspector to verify correction of the
deficiencies. If correction of the deficiencies are not easily substantiated via photographs or
other printed documents, the inspector must return for a second inspection to verify the
deficiencies have been corrected.

¢ Each facility must be inspected a minimum of once every two (2) years (bi-annually).

¢ The compliance program site inspector must review employee training logs since the last bi-
annual site inspection.

¢ Site inspectors must be approved by the Council prior to conducting site inspections.

Continuing Education

¢ The owner/operator or manager of a drycleaning facility must obtain four (4) hours of continuing
education units (CEUs) each calendar year. This means that everyone currently participating in
a compliance program has until December 31, 2004 to obtain four (4) CEUs in order to maintain
their compliance certification. Effective April 1, 2004, the Council must approve in advance, all
seminars, programs and classes in order to determine if the content is appropriate and qualifies
for a CEU.
Acceptable topics are the following:
a. |EPA regulations impacting drycleaners
b. Pollution prevention methods
¢. Hazardous waste maintenance, storage and disposal
d. Record keeping of solvents

Other topics specifically identified by the Council:

o The Council approved the award of one (1) CEU per meeting to any drycieaner
owner/operator attending a complete Council meeting. Individuals wishing to obtain
CEUs for attending Council meetings should contact the Administrator for additional
information.

¢ Each compliance program must provide a listing of upcoming seminars, dates, titles, and
locations to the Council quarterly. The Council will provide that information to all compliance
programs to disseminate to their members. The Council will also post a current listing on their
website www.cleanupfund.org.

¢ The compliance program is designed for the owner or the manager of the facility. Employees of
the facility do not earn CEUs towards the facility's requirement for inclusion in the Fund.

¢ Itis the responsibility of the drycleaner owner/operator participating in the compliance
program, to track and verify that annually they have met the continuing education
requirement. The compliance program must maintain by facility, a record of continuing
education.

¢ Correspondence or online courses will be considered for CEUs but must receive Council
approval.

¢ Annually each compliance program must provide the Council a listing of seminars they offered
during the year including the name, address and drycleaning facility name of each attendee.

General
4 Acompliance program can issue a compliance certificate for no more than a two (2) year period.

4+ Annually each compliance program must provide to the Council a listing of their participants who
successfully met the four (4) hours of CEU.

The Council has adopted these changes to the compliance pragram requirements in order to insure
more uniformity in the compliance programs and to define measurable requirements that the Council
can subsequently review for each compliance program to determine that they are providing the
necessary guidance to further the Council's goal of pollution prevention.

IMPORTANT REMINDER!!! Failure to meet the compliance program requirements will result
in cancellation of your Fund pollution liability insurance coverage and the loss of Fund
remedial benefits!

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To the Trust Fund Council :

NDI will be asking the Drycleaners Environmental
Response Trust Fund Council for an extension on
completing the 4 CEU's for the calendar year 2004.

After a survey of over 50 drycleaners, they were unaware
of the strict requirement to complete the 4 CEU's before
December 31, 2004.

There are too many drycleaners who are unaware of this
obligation. So on behalf of NDI's Compliance Program
registrants, we will ask for the Council's approval to extend
the 4 CEU requirement for the calendar year 2004 to March
31, 2005. Of course the 4 CEU requirements for calendar
year 2005 will remain in effect to be completed before
December 31, 2005.

There is no certainty that the Council will approve
an extension so it would be best if each drycleaner in a
Compliance Program complete their CEU requirement as
soon as possible.

There are several ways to obtain your CEU's : 1 unit
for attending a Council meeting; 2 units for a 3rd party
inspection (2 max per year); 1 or more units for
a CEU seminar.
