Senate Bill 0790 is Givin

Dry
he SB0790 was submit-
ted to the Senate Judiciary

Committee by Senator Ira I. Sil-

verstein on February 8, 2007.

On May 29, 2008 the Senate

passed the bill to the House

of Representatives. On Sep-
tember 10, 2008 the House of

Representatives approved the

bill with some amendments.

Finally on September 23, 2008

both houses passed the bill and

sent it to the Governor. On Oc-
tober 7, 2008 the bill was taken
into effect.

This bill gives the gover-
ment permission to take over
$221,000,000 from 146 llli-
nois funds for the Fiscal Year
2009 Budget Relief Fund. The
Trust Fund has to pay a total of
$2,000,000 in four installments
in period of one year.

Over the years the Trust Fund
has been saying how they are
lacking the funds for furture
cleanups.Aspecificamounthas
not been set because clean ups
may be less or more than was
has been estimated. In the next
12 years we have more than
$2,000,000 less to clean up our
contaminated sites. It has been
hard in for the cleaning industry

the past few years, and since
the SB0790 has been passed
the industry is suffering even
more. Every cleaners in the
Fund should pay closer atten-
tion and be cooperative and co-
ordinate with related agencies
(such as NDI, ISFA, KADA, the
Fund) to ensure that something
like this does not happen again
in the future.

Three weeks after this bill was
passed the cleaners industry
was informed of this bill for the
first time. Why were we not in-
formed until after the bill was
passed? In order for this not to
happen to our industry again
each cleaners need to pay at-
tention and speak up. If not as
a united front, at least speak
up for ourselves and show that
we have interest in our indus-
try. Since cleaners owners do
not speak up, people seem to
think that cleaners owners do
not care or have an opinion on
what happens in their industry.
So let us speak up and show
we care.

Aftermath of the SB0790

NDI had a roundtable for dry cleaner owners to discuss their opinion on this bill and what actions should be taken. It was unan-
imously decided that the SB0790 was hurting the dry cleaning industry and that something needed to be done. What could

be done? Then they decided that NDI should write some letters stating where we stood on this issue and present them as a
united front with NDI, ISFA, KADA and etc. NDI's advisrory board collaborated a few rough draft letters regarding the SB0790

for customers, the Governor and etc.

In the October Trust Fund meeting NDI asked during the public comment section if there was anything we cleaners could do.
The Fund accepted our gesture to write letters as a whole industry. However in December’s meeting NDI presented the letters
written and the Fund asked that we wait until at least after the January council meeting. The Fund is currently doing a lot of

work so NDI has decided to wait for the Fund to try to get this iss

ue resolved.

rom 2005 to 2007, NDI's

director has worked with
a supply company to provide
NDI members with a 7% spe-
cial discount on hanger pur-
chases. However due to the in-
crease in hanger import tariffs
the purchase price of hanger
have increased up to 300%
this arrangement was voided.
NDI has collected surveys
from over 670 members and
submitted those surveys to ITC
in Washington. This may have
had an impact on ITC’s deci-
sion to set the import tariff from
as low as 3.8% to as high as
55.5%. NDI has tried to work
with several supply vendors in
the last couple of months to try

to lower the hanger prices but
have not been very successful
because of the 30% price in-
crease of raw materials and the
current economic status. In the
future the price may increase
again by 200%. After running
out of options NDI has decided
to make group purchases for
hangers. NDlI.’s joint purchase
was assisted by a 2nd genera-
tion Advisory Board staff mem-
ber. The success of the group
purchase plan will depend on
the participation of the NDI
members. Specific details of

DI has conducted a hanger

group buy to lower the cost
for out members. This idea had
been tossed around by many of
our members and asked NDI to
collaborate something. Within
the past two group buys we ran
out and could not sell to some
members. The cost saved was
so significant that the hang-
ers went fast. An overview of
the cost saved for some of our
members exceeded $25 a box.

Some members were pay-
ing up to $79.25 per box. At
NDI's group buy, the hangers
were sold for $44 and under.
Since NDI has been established,
we have been conducting group
buys/services, discounts and
etc for our members. However
since the economy has been so
poor, it has been hard to have to
have companies provide these
services. These past group buys
were possible due to a member
letting us borrow their ware-
house, free of charge. to store/
sell the hangers. Chicagoland

hangers are more expensive
than the surrounding areas. In
September suppliers were told
that hanger prices would exceed
over $70. Currently in China the
steel and gas prices have sig-
nificantly been lowered. These
were the two main reasons why
hanger prices have increased
however hanger prices have
not been lowered accordingly.
There have been a few people
who have been against this
group purchasing before and af-
ter. There has been a wonderful
turn out for the group buys and
have been greatly appreciated
by our members.

DI would like to thank all the

volunteers that helped dur-
ing these past group buys and
would like to see more volun-
teers so we can go further with
these group purchases.

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Unemployment Insurance
Benefit Eligibility

Several dry cleaner owners have contacted NDI regarding the
Ul (Unemployment Insurance) benefits and where they could
find out this information (lllinois Department of Employment
Security). These owers were thinking about reducing their
workers’ hours due to business slowing down. The owners
were afraid that their employees would file for Ul benefits if

they did not work enough hours and therefore the owner’s Ul
contribution rate would increase.

There’s an easy way to figure out if an employee would be eli-
gible to receive Ul benefits, NDI contacted 4 IDES regional of-
fices and they all pretty much said the same thing, which was
“there is no easy way to determine if a person would qualify
to receive Ul benefits because eligibility is based on what that
person has earned in the past 18 months.”IDES stated that
the only way they can determine if a person would qualify

to receive Ul benefits, is after that person has filed for Ul
benefits. IDES will then review the person’s past 18 months
earning history. IDES also stated that if a person is eligible to
receive Ul benefits, he or she is entitled to receive the benefit
for up to 39 weeks.However, only the first 26 weeks will count
towards the employer’s Ul contribution rate.”

I’m sure many of the cleaners are thinking about reducing
their employee’s hours due to lack of work and to reduce la-
bor cost, but you may want to carefully consider the impact it

will have on the cleaners Ul contribution rate if the employees

file for Ul benefits. You may think you are saving money by
reducing your labor cost, but you may end up having to pay a
lot more due to increased Ul contribution rate. The best thing

to do is call IDES and tell them about a specific employee and
see if he or she would be eligible to receive Ul benefits, then
make an informed decision to reduce the hours.

Please keep in mind that employers must file wage reports
(FORM UI-3/40)and pay contributions in the month after the
close of each calendar quarter - that is, on or before April 30,
July 31, October 31 and January 31. IDES now accepts em-
ployer credit card and debit card payments for Ul taxes over
the internet(https://www.paybill.com/ides) or by telephone at
1-866-268-3956
